By the time you read this 
article, I will have had the 
privilege of delivering my 
FIRST EVER SERMON. 
That's right! Out of all of the 
leading, coaching and 
speaking I've done, I had 
never before been in a     
position to stand in front of a 
congregation on a Sunday 
morning and have the     
responsibility of teaching 
people how to live a life that 
r e f lec ts  t he  va lues ,         
principles and truths of the 
Bible; how to change and do 
something different with their 
lives rather than just think or 
meditate on something I was 
saying.
